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MASS MURDERS AND CULTURE OF VIOLENCE:
THE CASE OF THE UNITED STATES

Abstract: Mass murders are very common in highly developed coun-
tries, especially the United States. Two deadly attacks with a large num-
ber of victims that shook Serbia in just two days at the beginning of May
2023 warn that such events are possible in this part of Europe, even though
mass murders in public spaces are almost unknown in Croatia, a member
of the EU. as well as in the countries of the region.

Mass murders have been intensively studied since the late 1990s, when
the era of modern high-lethal attacks began. Although mass shootings
are much less common in Europe than in the United States, the phenom-
enon of mass killings in public spaces is part of a cultural influence that
is rapidly spreading from the United States to Europe through social
networks and media, and in which the risk of mass shootings is increas-
ing. Armed violence in Serbia reminded us that mass shootings in the
region are an under-researched phenomenon, despite the multiplying
risk factors, and that a systemic approach should be taken to solve them.
This paper presents the issue of mass murders in the USA, which repre-
sent a serious social challenge that is a consequence of the culture of gun
ownership, the refusal of institutions to prevent its easy availability through
stricter legislation, as well as the popularization of aggression and armed
violence by the media.

INTRODUCTION

Although mass shootings at schools are not exclusively an American phe-
nomenon, such attacks are many times more numerous than the total number
of all attacks outside the United States. Weapons are the leading cause of death
of children and teenagers in the United States, for which there are at least two
reasons - the culture of owning weapons and their easy availability, and the great
media attention given to each attack (Mihelci¢, 2023). The United States of
America set an infamous record in 2023 - mass killings in public spaces oc-
curred across the country with staggering frequency, averaging once every 6.53

days (Mass Killing Database, 2023). At the time of writing this paper, the last
in the series happened at the end of October 2023 in Lewiston, in the Ameri-
can state of Maine, when Robert Card, a reserve member of the US Army and
a military-trained firearms instructor, killed eighteen and wounded thirteen
people. It is the deadliest mass shooting in the US through October 2023, the
36th mass murder in which 190 people lost their lives (AP, 2023). The weapon
used in the crime was legally purchased before the attack, despite the fact that
the 40-year-old mass murderer had been in a psychiatric facility for mental
health issues just a few months earlier.

According to the unique database on mass murders, launched in coopera-
tion with USA Today, the Associated Press and the School of Criminology &
Criminal Justice of Northeastern University, since 2006 there have been more
than 569 mass shootings in which 2,967 people died. people, while at least 2000
were wounded (Mass Killing Database, 2023). Examining each case through
variables such as perpetrator and victim demographics, weapon type, and lo-
cation, the database provides insight into a variety of statistics about mass gun
assault incidents in the United States that earned it the 2022 Best Community
Service Award. In addition to it, there are others - such as the GUN Violence
Archive, which acts as an independent non-profit organization, and Everytown
for gun safety, which gathers parents, students, survivors, and politicians who
advocate greater control of gun ownership.

The terrifying reality of mass shootings certainly captures the nation’s atten-
tion, however, despite the fact that they garner the most media attention, they
represent only a small portion of the growing, often deadly, gun violence in
America. For example, domestic violence and related mass shootings in which
family members or intimate partners are targeted are twice as common as fatal
mass shootings in which mostly random strangers are killed. Every day, more
than 110 Americans are killed by gunfire, and more than 200 are shot and
wounded. The effects of gun violence in America go far beyond these victims
- gun violence shapes the lives of millions of Americans who witness it, know
someone who has been a victim, or live in fear of the next shooting, according
to the Everytown for Gun Safety website (Everytown for Gun Safety, 2023). Ac-
cording to them, the United States is not the only country facing increasing
rates of mental illness, domestic violence, the devastating effects of video games
and technology on the psyche of people, or extreme ideologies that incite ha-
tred, “but our rate of homicide by firearm is 26 times higher than in other coun-
tries”. The difference is very easy access to weapons. In fact, even within the US,
states with more liberal gun laws and more gun owners have higher rates of
mass murder.

Mass shootings in the US represent a fundamental social challenge and are
often accompanied by demands from the wider public for preventive measures
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and new legislative initiatives that would minimize existing risks. However, they
are mostly absent or insufficient, and a series of tragedies and heated debates
keep going round and round. Gun violence is the leading cause of death for
children and youth in the United States, particularly due to the easy availabili-
ty of firearms. Yet Congress, under the influence of lobby groups, refuses to
pass effective gun control laws, despite multiple initiatives and broad public
support for new restrictions.

MASS MURDER - DEFINITION OF THE TERM

In the United States, there is no standard definition of what is meant by a
mass shooting since different data sources, such as the media, scientific re-
searchers and analysts, and federal and state law enforcement agencies often
use different definitions. Namely, the statistics of such events can differ accord-
ing to several criteria - the minimum threshold used to determine the number
of victims; do they include only the killed or also the wounded; the place where
the shooting took place; whether the shooting was related to another crime;
what is the relationship between the killer and the victims, etc. These inconsis-
tencies lead to different estimates of the frequency of mass shootings (Smart,
Terry, 2021).

According to the definition of the FBI - Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI,
2023), a mass shooting (eng. an active shooter) is an incident in which “one or
more persons are actively involved in killing or attempting to kill people in a
populated area” where they are killed or four or more people were wounded,
while the death or wounding of the shooter was excluded. Although mass shoot-
ings can happen anywhere, the emphasis is on events that take place in public
places, primarily schools and workplaces, restaurants, shopping centers or oth-
er public facilities, and the killings cannot be attributed to self-defense or any
other criminal activity. Namely, the definition excludes murders related to gang
tights, drug trafficking, robberies and other criminal activities. The killer is fo-
cused exclusively on the people he kills at random, not on infrastructure facil-
ities.

The latest research points to several noteworthy trends whose in-depth mon-
itoring can provide an opportunity for intervention, as well as prevention (Schil-
dkraut, 2022; Geller, 2022). Namely, the perpetrators of these events are most-
ly men who usually act independently (95 percent), the majority of perpetrators
are white (55 percent), the average age of the perpetrator is 33 years, and the
perpetrators usually engage in detailed planning of their attacks.

The definition of the database (Mass killing database, 2023) is more com-
prehensive. Mass murder is defined as the intentional killing of four or more
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people, excluding the death of unborn children and the perpetrator by any
means, within a 24-hour period. The definition applies to incidents involving
all weapons (firearms, blunt force, stabbing, explosives), types (felony and do-
mestic homicide), motivation (domestic violence, profit, revenge, terrorism,
hate), victim-perpetrator relationships (stranger , family, acquaintance, associ-
ate) and number of locations.

The 24-hour time frame was chosen to distinguish it from violent murder-
ers who kill multiple victims over several days in different locations, i.e. to sat-
isfy the operational requirement that the mass killing occurred in a “single in-
cident”. Finally, only incidents that occur within the 50 US states, including the
District of Columbia, are included in the database. However, many mass shoot-
ings with fewer than four deaths are the result of community violence that usu-
ally occurs between people who know each other and is most often present in
black and mixed communities. It is precisely these shootings that often receive
less media coverage and attention, which is the reason for the existence of dis-
agreements about the generally accepted definition.

In the analysis that follows statistical data (Mass killing database), it is stat-
ed that murders in which fewer than four people are killed are more common
in larger cities, while mass murders with a larger number of deaths occur more
often in smaller cities or rural areas. About 30% of mass murderers commit sui-
cide, and that number rises to slightly more than half in mass murders involv-
ing family members or intimate partners (Knoll, Ronald, 2019). According to
these authors, mass murderers are usually injured, emotionally damaged, and
unstable people who seek retribution or revenge for perceived mistreatment,
rejection, or humiliation. Perpetrators are often socially isolated and have lim-
ited social support. Mass murderers usually attack people for a number of spe-
cific reasons, and may be motivated by personal traumatic events such as the
end of an emotional relationship or the loss of a job. Also, mass murders are
rarely a spontaneous act of violence because the perpetrators usually plan their
attacks for days, weeks or months. The motive for mass murder is often revenge,
so killers act in retaliation for real or imagined insults. Perpetrators sometimes
target a specific group of people, such as immigrants or people of a different
race.

As the authors state, the problem is that psychological profiles of mass mur-
derers reveal common personality traits shared by many people in the general
population. Countless Americans may be frustrated, anxious, withdrawn, blame
others for their shortcomings, be willing to post hateful messages on social me-
dia or even make threats — but relatively few will kill, much less commit mass
murder. Mass murderers usually have no criminal record, are often not psy-
chotic or hallucinatory, and have not been treated for mental health problems.
An analysis of Columbia University’s mass murder database shows that only
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11% of all mass murderers had serious mental illness. The most important risk
factor for future violence is generally a previous history of violence. Other prom-
inent risk factors are addiction and history of drug abuse, witnessing violence
between parents, preoccupation with weapons or death, poor anger and rage
control, and social isolation (ibid., 2019).

USA - ARMS CONTROL CHALLENGES

The now “bloody issue” of the right to own guns has strongly divided the
American public, and the issue of control has divided Democrats and Repub-
licans for many years. With less than 5 percent of the world’s population, the
United States had 46 percent of the world’s privately owned guns in 2018. They
rank first in the number of firearms per capita, and among developed countries
they have the highest homicide rate (Masters, 2022). Frequent mass shootings
and murders in public spaces, which are becoming almost a daily occurrence,
are undoubtedly the result of the persistent refusal of American legislative in-
stitutions to protect their own citizens by tightening gun control laws. In the
United States, gun control is a very controversial topic that opens the debate
about the state of public security, the competences of federal states and the gov-
ernment, but also about the sensitive issue of individual rights and freedoms.
Although many gun control supporters call for stricter restrictions on the sale
and traffic of firearms to reduce the high incidence of violence and deaths, op-
ponents invoke the tradition of individual rights and liberties, and argue that
they have a constitutional right to own and carry firearms.

Namely, according to the current laws, of which the second amendment of
the US Constitution stands out, citizens are guaranteed the right to own and
carry weapons, which is why they are easily available, mostly without serious
security, let alone health checks. The Second Amendment to the US Constitu-
tion is part of the Bill of Rights ratified in 1791, according to which “a well reg-
ulated militia being necessary to the security of a free state, the right of the cit-
izens to keep and bear arms shall not be abridged.” Therefore, gun control
advocates consider it outdated and call for its adaptation.

The 1791 amendment was inspired by the British political, legal and philo-
sophical tradition, which guaranteed the right of citizens to rebel against tyran-
nical government, and in the historical circumstances when it was adopted, it
aimed to limit the powers of the federal government and the federal army by
forming the so-called popular militia. The establishment of a military balance
between the state and the people through constitutional provisions is at the core
of the Second Amendment, and in this context, gun ownership is a practice
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deeply rooted in American society and way of life and an indispensable part of
the American national identity (Waldman, 2014).

The right to bear arms enshrined in the US Constitution, as well as gun reg-
ulations, are currently the subject of much debate about the Second Amend-
ment and how to interpret it. Gun-rights advocates believe guns are for self-de-
fense, while most Americans demand better controls, particularly supporting
a federal ban on automatic weapons often used in mass shootings. The Federal
Gun Control Act (GCA) of 1968, passed after the assassination of Martin Lu-
ther King and Senator Robert F. Kennedy, abolished the sale of firearms and
ammunition through the mail, and prohibited the possession of firearms by
persons sentenced to prison terms of more than one year at the federal or state
level. The law prohibited the sale of weapons to minors (the age for purchasing
weapons was raised to 21), persons with criminal records, drug addicts and per-
sons with mental illnesses, as well as those who were dishonorably discharged
from the armed forces. (Masters, 2022). However, since the 1980s, powerful
lobbying groups of arms manufacturers and dealers, especially the NRA (Na-
tional Rifle Association), an association that is now an integral part of the arms
industry, have exerted a strong influence on American institutions, thus on leg-
islation and policymakers. This lobbying organization was first supported by
high politics during the administration of President Ronald Reagan. The pres-
ident, a member of the NRA, signed in 1986. The Firearm Owners Protection
Act (FOPA), abolishing the federal gun owner registry. The rise of the NRA
since then has been unstoppable, today it has more than four million members,
many of them prominent people from the world of business, high politics and
the entertainment industry. In 1989, the administration of President George W.
Bush announced a ban on the possession of combat rifles (specific assault weap-
ons), which expired in 2004. After the bomb attack in Oklahoma City, in 1995,
the former president, George Bush Sr., in his public address, refused member-
ship in the association.

The relationship with the NRA was also controversial during the adminis-
tration of President Clinton, who in 1993 passed the Brady Handgun Violence
Prevention Act, creating a system of federal background checks for gun pur-
chases from licensed dealers. The law regulates the control of the identity of
gun buyers through the national database (NICS-National Instant Check Sys-
tem) run by the FBI, and it is also extended to private transactions and trade in
weapons between citizens. However, the provisions of this law, which included
the obligation of the federal police to act on the orders of the federal govern-
ment, were repealed by a decision of the Supreme Court in 1997, which deemed
them unconstitutional.

Clinton tried to curb the power and influence of the association, however
the NRA mobilized its prominent members who were politically very active in
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promoting the idea of free gun ownership. With its “guns don’t kill, people kill”
stance, the NRA has continued to exert a strong influence on American legis-
lation, so some gun regulations have not survived judicial review. Between 1994
and 2004, there was a federal ban on assault weapons, but Congress allowed
those restrictions to expire. Even President George Bush Jr. advocated for gun
control, however, the US Supreme Court in 2008 gave a controversial interpre-
tation of the second amendment of the US Constitution, according to which
this amendment protects fundamental freedoms, i.e. the right of individuals to
possess firearms (Polovi¢, 2018)

After several victims of gun violence and their family members sued the
manufacturers and dealers whose weapons were used to commit crimes, Con-
gress passed the Protection of Lawful Commerce in Arms Act (PLCAA) in 2005
and the Security child locks. Surprisingly, the PLCAA as a federal law granted
immunity to the gun industry and limited the liability of gun manufacturers
and dealers when their firearms are used in crimes. This prevented many civil
lawsuits against the gun industry (Gilford Law Center).

During the eight years of Barack Obama’ presidency, there have been nu-
merous mass murders, including the deaths of 27 children and teachers at San-
dy Hook Elementary School in 2012, and 49 people at a Florida nightclub in
2016. Congressional inaction led Obama to sign 23 executive orders that ex-
panded background checks for firearms. However, Obama not only failed to
impose federal gun laws, but during his presidency, gun sales reached record
levels, which can be partly explained by the administration’s announcement to
tighten gun ownership regulations. Data on gun sales is also problematic since
the FBI only keeps track of the number of checks for gun purchases that are
processed in the National Instant Criminal Background Check System (NICS),
followed by the firearms industry trade association - National Shooting Sports
Foundation (NSSF), adjusts that data by removing checks that don’t result in
sales. Obama’s regulations were later overturned by the Donald Trump admin-
istration (ABC News, 2016).

However, no Republican candidate has been as committed to the NRA as
President Donald Trump. In May 2017, he publicly boasted about his member-
ship in an association that donated more than $30 million to his presidential
campaign, increasing his influence with the White House and the president. In
addition to the NRA, other lobby groups (Safary Club International, Gun Own-
ers of America, National Association of America) are influential in the USA.
They spend huge amounts of money on lobbying, since the American arms
business is very profitable.

Already during the first year of Donald Trump’s term in the White House,
112 people were killed in mass shootings. The list includes the nation’s deadli-
est attack in Las Vegas in October 2017, when 58 people were killed and more
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than 800 injured, the Sutherland Springs, Texas, church shooting that killed 27
people and wounded 20, and the bloody massacre at a high school in Parkland,
Florida, when 19-year-old Nikolas Cruz, a former student at that school, killed
14 students and three teachers. All this indicated the scale of the problem of
citizen security in American society, which is a consequence of the persistent
refusal of the American legislative institutions to protect their citizens by tight-
ening the legislation on gun control.

Despite public demands, American high politics has openly sided with the
powerful lobbies that finance it. President Trump thus found himself in a gap
between the demand for the protection of the second amendment, but also the
civilized obligation of every democratic government, including the American
one, to oppose violence and crime. On the other hand, gun control organiza-
tions (Brady, Giffords, and Everytown for Gun Safety) have developed a strat-
egy of proposing a series of laws that would have regulated gun ownership in
the context of better background checks, gun safety training, and restrictions
on firearm ownership. weapons (GALE, 2022).

President Trump has in principle supported certain minor changes to gun
laws, such as controlling buyers, especially those with mental disorders, how-
ever, he is remembered for his proposal to arm teachers and school staff in
American schools. Synchronized pressure, or support for such an idea, came
from the NRA, as well as other influential lobby groups.

The case of Nikolas Cruz, the main actor of the Parkland massacre in 2018,
is indicative. A young man diagnosed with depression, autism and ADHD was
reported by teachers and school officials at least 41 times from 2012 to 2017,
either for physical violence or verbal abuse. According to available information,
the sheriff’s office received more than 20 calls from neighbors, schools and oth-
ers warning of his aggressive and deviant behavior. The FBI was also warned of
the possibility of a mass murder, which he announced on YouTube, however,
no one reacted. Despite everything, none of the doctors and psychologists he
visited considered it necessary to hospitalize the depressed minor who was left
without a family.

The Trump administration has been called on to launch an investigation
into possible links between the widespread use of psychiatric drugs and the ep-
idemic of school shootings. In the United States, psychiatric drugs are on the
list of most used primary drugs, that is, those that are consumed daily. Accord-
ing to Harvard Medical School, since 2011, there has been a staggering increase
in the use of antidepressants among teenagers, as well as among the adult pop-
ulation. Attorney General Jonathan Emord described his efforts to obtain ac-
cess to the medical records of Adam Lanza, the killer who killed the six-year-
olds at Sandy Hook Elementary School in Connecticut.
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Civil servants rejected his request with the explanation that revealing the
documents would also mean “blaming” antidepressants and other psychiatric
drugs, after which many people could refuse to take the drugs. All this points
to the enormous financial interest of the pharmaceutical industry, which, in ad-
dition to the military-industrial complex, keeps alive the practice of easy avail-
ability of weapons even to people with criminal records and serious mental ill-
nesses (Polovi¢, 2018).

MODERN APPROACHES TO THE PREVENTION OF MASS
SHOOTINGS

Undoubtedly, the American public demands preventive policies aimed at
reducing the number of potential mass murderers who can easily purchase and
possess firearms. However, there are numerous challenges in realizing this goal,
as federal and state regulations regarding the licensing, registration, and pos-
session of firearms differ widely. Namely, although individual federal states have
regulated their own legislation within the limits set by federal laws, some of
them insist on the right of the state to regulate by law all issues related to the
acquisition and possession of weapons.

Vagueness and loopholes in the legislation allow citizens who do not other-
wise meet the legal requirements to purchase weapons. Requiring a background
check, for example, can avoid purchasing a firearm from an unlicensed dealer
who does not conduct background checks (Schildkraut 2023; Gellet, 2023). Fed-
eral law, even state laws, allow minors to purchase firearms, such as rifles and
shotguns, from an unauthorized firearms dealer. Gun control advocates have
long pushed for federal legislation that would raise the minimum age to own
any type of firearm to 21. Additionally, registered abusers who are not the par-
ents, guardians or legal spouses of their victims face no restrictions. Although
the law mandates a criminal background check for all gun buyers at authorized
firearms dealers through the National Instant Criminal Background Check Sys-
tem-NICS, most checks are superficial. Moreover, if NICS has not completed
the verification within three days, regardless of the reason, the dealer can con-
tinue to sell the firearm. About half believe that possession contributes more to
increasing safety, but an almost equal percentage says that guns reduce safety,
because they give too many people the possibility of access to firearms, and thus
misuse. With 62% of Americans expecting an increase in gun violence in the
next five years, six in ten American adults (58%) support stricter gun laws.

As the rates of armed violence in schools with fatal outcomes continue to
rise, 63% of parents with children under the age of 18 believe that in order to
prevent shootings in schools, prevention measures should be implemented, pri-
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marily enabling the availability of examinations, but also treatment of people
with mental problems. Some parents are in favor of armed security guards in
schools (49%), a ban on firearms (45%) or the introduction of metal detectors
in schools (41%). Only 24% of parents believe that allowing teachers and school
staff to carry weapons in school would be a very or extremely effective approach.

Differences according to political affiliation, gender, type of community and
other factors are also visible. Although there is broad bipartisan agreement be-
tween Democrats and Republicans on gun control policy proposals in princi-
ple, they are still politically divisive. Majorities of American adults in both par-
ties support two measures that would limit access to guns - preventing people
with mental illness from buying guns (88% of Republicans and 89% of Demo-
crats) and raising the minimum age to purchase guns to 21 (69% of Republi-
cans, 90% democrat). A majority of members of both parties also oppose al-
lowing the possession of firearms without a license (60% of Republicans and
91% of Democrats). However, thanks to the powerful influence of industry lob-
by groups and arms dealers on the White House and Congress, obstacles to se-
rious legislative change remain. This only shows that we should keep in mind
that risks are mutually conditioned and intertwined and that changes in con-
textual factors lead to the creation of new risks or affect changes in existing
ones. In a few words, risk is a category that changes, which should not be ig-
nored in the process of analysis, identification and classification of risks (Ke-
kovi¢, Milo$evi¢, Putnik, 2019).

Namely, US gun control policy still seems complicated, confusing and inef-
fective. Despite the terrifying consequences of mass shootings, the United States
is actually the only country in the world that steadfastly refuses to more rigor-
ously regulate firearm ownership. However, very little progress has been made
towards stricter gun control measures. In 2022, President Biden signed the gun
control bill into law, the first significant reform of firearms legislation in near-
ly 30 years. The law, which enjoys bipartisan support, enacted some important
measures for the first time, such as background checks on firearms buyers that
include access to information about offenses they committed as minors. Name-
ly, the law encourages states to adopt Red Flag Laws, also known as Extreme
Risk Protection Orders (ERPO). These are provisions that allow the police, fam-
ily members, friends or doctors to submit a request to the court to confiscate
tirearms from people who are considered to be a danger to themselves or oth-
ers for up to a year. ERPO relies on three phases - threat recognition, reporting
and adjudication with the intent of identifying individuals who pose a poten-
tial firearms threat (Phillips, 2022).

Research has pointed to the fact that a history of domestic violence, sexual
offenses, as well as animal abuse, suicidality and markedly depressive behavior
can be considered warning signs that should be incorporated into the ERPO.
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Since 2010, there has been an increase in the percentage of mass public shoot-
ings believed to be linked to extreme ideologies including political, religious or
racist beliefs (Smart, Terry, 2021).

In addition, the law expands the provisions that prevent people convicted
of domestic abuse from owning guns to include unmarried partners, not just
spouses and ex-spouses. The law also expands background checks for citizens
between the ages of 18 and 21 who want to buy a gun.

Beside all the legal solutions, media coverage is increasingly in focus. Mass
shooting as a complex and destructive act due to sensationalist reporting has a
“contagion” effect, which is why there is an increasingly present scientific con-
sensus in American society according to which the media is largely responsible
for establishing models of highly lethal attacks that are imitated. Therefore, it
is proposed to change the way of reporting. Namely, there is extensive media
coverage of such incidents - pictures of the killers, their life stories and details
of the event.

They are often perpetuated in media reports for days, which increases the
likelihood of imitation, i.e. inspires new mass attacks. The “Don’t Name Them”
campaign, launched back in 2016, proposed new rules -- minimizing personal
information about individuals involved in mass shootings, as well as limiting
elaboration of their motives, refusing to broadcast statements or videos of the
shooters, and generally abandoning sensationalist reporting. For example, claim-
ing that an attack is motivated by revenge for years of abuse may present a mass
shooting as one possible response option for individuals who have experienced
violence and have similar experiences to the attacker. Understanding the mo-
tives behind mass shootings is unequivocally important, but detailed descrip-
tions of the reasons can serve, not only to inform, but also to increase the like-
lihood of imitation models (Meindl, Ivy, 2017; Schildraut, 2019).

Therefore, media coverage should avoid detailing the actions of a mass mur-
derer before, during, or after the event. It is important that the media present
only the facts about mass shootings and not try to produce dramatic digital re-
constructions of the events. Namely, the media often use graphic representa-
tions that can provide additional information about the plan of attack, which
encourages imitation. Furthermore, it is proposed to reduce the total media
coverage, especially giving up the concept of “breaking news”. Instead, the bare
facts of the event should be conveyed in a direct or even boring manner, in or-
der to diminish interest in the event.

According to Lee (Lee, 2013), there are two main causes of school shootings:
abuse (87%), as well as failure to take prescribed therapy, and side effects of psy-
chiatric medications (12%). Most school killers have been proven to be victims
of severe and long-term abuse and peer violence that caused them to experi-
ence a sense of humiliation, resulting in thoughts of suicide or revenge (Lee,
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2013). The author emphasizes the importance of cooperation between profes-
sors and school/university officials with other officials, as well as family mem-
bers, in order to help pupils and students struggling with psychological prob-
lems. Identification of at-risk students and the availability of screening and
treatment could prevent the externalization of their negative emotions in bru-
tal, often highly lethal attacks.

CONCLUSION

Mass shootings in the United States are a multifaceted phenomenon with
different causes and consequences. The most immediate and certainly the most
tragic consequence of mass shootings is the loss of innocent lives and the emo-
tional trauma experienced by the survivors and their families. Most of the an-
alyzes used in this paper report that mass public shootings are statistically rare
events that account for less than 15 percent of all mass murders in the United
States. However, they undoubtedly have disproportionately large and far-reach-
ing effects on the mental health of citizens, the perception of security and so-
cial cohesion.

Mass shootings are tragic, traumatic and shocking events, therefore inci-
dents of mass gun violence in the United States attract a lot of attention, not
only from the American, but also from the international public.

Although the United States is facing record rates of gun violence, the coun-
try has still failed to adopt public policies that would establish effective control
of the acquisition and possession of weapons, primarily due to the strong in-
fluence of the lobby of manufacturers and dealers of weapons. Mass shootings
pose a serious security challenge, especially given the fact that over the past two
decades, almost all of the deadliest mass murders in the United States have one
thing in common - the use of a combat or firearm equipped with a high-capac-
ity magazine.

From a European perspective, gun culture, i.e. the American practice of easy
availability of firearms is a very controversial topic, but equally so is the inabil-
ity of the American political system to adopt concrete strategies and public pol-
icies that together could significantly reduce the prevalence and destructive-
ness of these events. Lower rates of gun ownership and stricter regulations mean
that Europe is unlikely to experience mass shootings at a comparable rate to the
US. Nevertheless, the mass murder at the Vladislav Ribnikar school in Belgrade
in May 2023 showed that this is a security, sociological, psychological, cultur-
al, legal and political problem at the same time. This means at the same time
that certain threats are interconnected, and that the appearance of one threat
implies the appearance of another, just as increasing the intensity of one threat
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automatically affects the increase in the intensity of another. Because of this,
identifying threats requires extra caution, especially since an unidentified threat
can often have catastrophic consequences. For this reason, the question of choos-
ing an adequate methodological approach arises, especially since opinions on
this issue in theory are not unique (Kekovi¢, Milosevi¢, Putnik, 2019).

In the end, the problems of mass shootings and murders are systemic prob-
lems that have led to decades, as well as broken connections between different
actors in the security system of society. They point to the lack of a systemic ap-
proach in solving them, which should start from the family, as well as be adapt-
ed to the environment where individuals fulfill their roles, whether they are ac-
cepted or not.
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
